Jubilee Year of Mercy 
August 14, 2016 

Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 This Jubilee Y ear of Mercy bids us share our 

own experience of Jesus’ mercy with those on what 
Pope Francis calls the “peripheries”—people who 

feel marginalized, even unwelcome—inviting them 

to come home. But with all this mercy, why today’s 
mayhem? “Do you think I have come to establish peace 

on earth? No, I tell you, but rather division” (Luke 

12:51). Jesus “breaks down” those “breakups” in painful 
detail—parents, children, even in-laws. “Against” appears 

eight times in five verses. Jeremiah faced death for bearing 

witness (Jeremiah 38:4). Can’t we bear at least a small 

share of the sometimes merciless cost of sharing mercy? 
The Letter to the Hebrews warns us, keep your “eyes fixed 

on Jesus” and “so great a cloud of witnesses,” lest we 

“grow weary and lose heart” as we run “the race that lies 
before us” (Hebrews 12:1–3). After all, “for the sake of the 

joy that lay before him,” Jesus “endured the cross” (12:2). 

Can’t we endure our small crosses for the sake of sharing 
mercy?

No he venido a traer la paz, sino la división (Lucas 12:51). Jesús 

va dando ejemplos de esas “divisiones” en detalles dolorosos 

para padres, hijos, suegros, suegras, nueras, yernos. Una palabra 

a considerar es “división”. Jeremías estuvo a punto de morir por 

dar testimonio (Jeremías 38:4). ¿No podemos nosotros al menos 

asumir una pequeña parte de lo que a veces despiadadamente 

cuesta compartir misericordia? La carta a los hebreos nos advier-
te mantener “fija la mirada en Jesús” y de quienes “dieron prue-

ba de su fe”, para que “no se cansen ni pierdan la ánimo” mien-

tras corremos “la carrera que tenemos por delante” (Hebreos 
12:1–3). ¿No podemos llevar a cuestas nuestras pequeñas cruces 

por el bien de compartir misericordia?

           THE COSTS OF DISCIPLESHIP 
  Today’s responsorial psalm, Psalm 40, is more familiar to 

us with the refrain “Here am I, Lord.” This 
“Here am I” is Jeremiah’s great prophetic 

response to God’s call. But today’s story of 

Jeremiah and the refrain “Lord, come to my 

aid!” remind us that there are always two 

sides to following the call of God. The au-

thor of the Letter to the Hebrews knew this, 

too. He reminded his readers that even 

weighted down with burdens and sins, we 

can still persevere by keeping our eyes fixed 

on Jesus, who himself knew the shame and 

pain of the cross, but saw beyond it to the joy 
of sitting at the right of the throne of God. 

 Jesus himself gave the disciples a “sneak preview” of a baptism 

that would not be as wondrous as the one in the Jordan that inaugu-

rated his ministry, but would be one of fire and anguish. Today’s 

words from scripture may not be terribly soothing, but in their hon-

esty and strength we can acknowledge the difficulties of daily disci-

pleship, and take comfort in the assurance of our own salvation in 

Christ.

 El Salmo responsorial de hoy, Salmo 

40 (39), nos es muy familiar por el refrán 

“Señor, date prisa en socorrerme”. La historia 

de Jeremías hoy y el refrán “¡Señor, date prisa 

en socorrerme!” nos recuerda que siempre hay 

dos caminos para seguir el llamado de Dios. El 

autor de la Carta a los Hebreos también lo sa-

bía. Él recordaba a sus lectores que aunque nos 

agobien desgracias y pecados, podemos todavía 

perseverar si mantenemos nuestros ojos fijos en 
Jesús, quien también conoció la vergüenza y el 

dolor de la cruz, pero vio más allá del sufri-

miento, el gozo de sentarse a la derecha del trono de Dios. 

 Jesús mismo dio a sus discípulos una “idea” de un bautismo que 

no sería tan maravilloso como el del Jordán que inauguró su ministe-

rio, sino de fuego y angustia. Las palabras de la Sagrada Escritura 

hoy pueden no ser terriblemente apaciguadoras, pero en su honesti-

dad y fortaleza podemos reconocer las dificultades que el discípulo 

enfrenta a diario, y consolarnos por la seguridad de nuestra salvación 

en Cristo.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 Long ago, a signet ring was an essential part of the wardrobe of in-
fluential people. A letter or document would be sealed with hot wax, and 
a signet ring pressed into the wax would affirm the 
origin of the document. In the case of the pope, at least 

from the thirteenth century, the ring was used to seal 
public documents with hot lead, saving the red wax for 
private letters. The public documents were called bullae 
after the Latin name for the lead stamp, and we still call 
them “papal bulls.” 
 It is not surprising, therefore, that a signet ring has 
long been bestowed as part of the inauguration of a 
pope. The ring is called the Pescatorio, or “Ring of the 
Fisherman.” It reminds the wearer of his link with Pe-

ter, and his responsibility to continue the apostolic ministry of “fishing for 
human beings.” Until 1842 it actually functioned as a signet ring. Now, 
each pope receives a new gold ring at the beginning of his ministry. It 
goes on the fourth finger of his right hand and bears some fisherman de-
sign, usually St. Peter casting nets from a boat, as well as the pope’s name 
in Latin. A custom that endures for the pope, but not so much for bishops, 
is for people being introduced to him to kiss the Pescatorio as a sign of 
respect for his teaching authority. Another enduring custom is for the ring 

to be smashed and defaced at the pope’s death, originally a way of pre-
venting counterfeit deathbed documents.

TESOROS DE NUESTRA TRADICIÓN 
 Hace mucho tiempo, un anillo de sello era una parte esencial del 
guardarropa de personas influyentes. Una carta o documento eran selladas 

con cera caliente, y un anillo de sello a presión en la cera 
afirmarían el origen del documento. En el caso de la papa, 
al menos desde el siglo XIII, se utilizó el anillo para sellar 
documentos públicos con plomo caliente, la cera roja se 

guardaba para las cartas privadas.  
 No es de extrañar, por lo tanto, que un anillo de 
sello durante mucho tiempo ha sido otorgado como parte 
de la inauguración de un papa. El anillo se llama el Pes-
catorio, o "anillo del pescador." Se recuerda al usuario de 
su vínculo con Pedro, y su responsabilidad para continuar 
con el ministerio apostólico de la "pesca de los seres hu-

manos." Hasta 1842 que en realidad funcionaba como un anillo de sello . 

Ahora, cada Papa recibe un nuevo anillo de oro en el comienzo de su minis-
terio. Se va en el cuarto dedo de la mano derecha y lleva algún diseño pesca-
dor, por lo general San Pedro en un barco, así como el nombre del Papa en 
latín. Una costumbre que perdura, para personas que están siendo introduci-
dos a él para besar a la Pescatorio como una señal de respeto a su autoridad 
de enseñanza. Otra costumbre que es perdurable para el anillo es, de ser 
aplastado y desfigurado por la muerte del Papa, originalmente una forma de 
prevenir la falsificación de documentos al lecho de muerte.
