TESOROS DE NUESTRA TRADICION

Tal vez el simbolo mas familiar tradicional que
identifica obispos es el baculo que llevan. Vemos el
cayado del pastor y las imagenes de inmediato de escri-
tura vienen a la mente, asi como el recuerdo de que el
primero en responder a la presencia de Cristo en nuestro
mundo eran los pastores. El personal es mas que un
baston; su parte superior torcida es 1til para atrapar a
las ovejas errantes, sino también para mantener el reba-
fio unido. Obispos llevan la curva exterior, con in-
dicacion de su ministerio para el rebafio mas amplio,
mientras que los abades (y algunas abadesas, también)
llevan el baculo con la curva apuntando hacia adentro, lo que indica
que su ministerio es el monasterio solo.

El baculo que una vez fue también llevado por el Papa,
pero fue eliminado hace siglos. Usted puede recordar que en la pre
"papamovil" dias, el Papa se llevd a menudo alrededor en un trono
portatil llamado sedia gestatoria. Puesto que ¢l no hizo mucho cami-
nar, la necesidad de un baculo fue minima. El Papa Pablo VI intro-
dujo la innovacién de un baston en la década de 1960, y todo el
mundo se acuerda de baston del Papa Juan Pablo II, no es un ladrén,
sino un crucifijo esculpido con delicadeza. Por lo tanto, el papa
lleva un "baculo" en lugar de un baculo. Precisamente porque el
ministerio del Papa es universal, a todo el mundo, es probable que
los papas dejan baculos en las manos de los obispos que comision
para el cuidado de los rebafios especificos.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION ‘E‘

Perhaps the most familiar traditional symbol
that identifies bishops is the crosier that they carry.
We see the shepherd’s staff and immediately rich im-
ages from scripture come to mind, as well as the rec-
ollection that the first to respond to Christ’s presence
in our world were the shepherds. The staff is more
than a walking stick; its crooked top is useful in snar-
ing errant sheep but also in keeping the flock united.
Bishops carry the curve outward, indicating their min-
istry to the wider flock, while abbots (and some ab-
besses, too) carry the crosier with the curve pointing in, indi-
cating that their ministry is to the monastery alone.

The crosier was once also carried by the pope, but was
phased out centuries ago. You may recall that in pre-
“popemobile” days, the pope was often carried around on a
portable throne called a sedia gestatoria. Since he didn’t do
much walking, the need for a crosier was minimal. Pope Paul
VI introduced the innovation of a walking staff in the 1960s,
and everyone remembers Pope John Paul II’s walking staff,
not a crook, but a delicately sculptured crucifix. Thus, the
pope carries a “pastoral staff” rather than a crosier. Precisely
because the pope’s ministry is universal, to the whole world,
popes will likely leave crosiers in the hands of the bishops

they commission for care of specific flocks.
