“pulls” us along to our final destiny. The life of the faithful
disciple, sent into the world on mission, will one day know
the same risen, ascended glory.

La devocion a
Nuestra Sefiora de Aparecida creci6 hasta que la familia
que la habia encontrado la dio al pueblo para que en
1745 se construyera para ella una capilla publica. De
esta manera, Aparecida paso de las redes a los cora-
zones, dando una rica pesca de personas para su Hijo.

The Ascension of Jesus Christ is meaningful for
several reasons.
1) It signaled the end of His earthly ministry. God the
Father had lovingly sent His Son into the world at Bethle-
hem, and now the Son was returning to the Father. The
period of human limitation was at an end.
2) It signified success in His earthly work. All that He
had come to do, He had accomplished.
3) It marked the return of His heavenly glory. Jesus’ glo-
ry had been veiled during His sojourn on earth, with one
brief exception at the Transfiguration (Matthew 17:1-9).
4) It symbolized His exaltation by the Father (Ephesians
1:20-23). The One with whom the Father is well pleased
(Matthew 17:5) was received up in honor and given a
name above all names (Philippians 2:9).
5) It allowed Him to prepare a place for us (John 14:2).
6) It indicated the beginning of His new work as High
Priest (Hebrews 4:14-16) and Mediator of the New Cove-
nant (Hebrews 9:15).
7) It set the pattern for His return. When Jesus comes to
set up the Kingdom, He will return just as He left-

literally, bodily, and visibly in the clouds (Acts
1:11; Daniel 7:13-14; Matthew 24:30; Revelation 1:7).

Currently, the Lord Jesus is in heaven.
