       THE RICHNESS OF THE SPIRIT 

 

Students, and most adults recalling their school days, are fa-

miliar with the phrase “compare and contrast” that shows up 

from time to time on tests. Today we hear two different ac-

counts of the giving of the Holy Spirit to the 

church. Let’s contrast, then compare. Luke’s ac-

count from Acts is filled with arresting details: 

the mighty wind from heaven, the tongues of 

flame, the miracle of different languages. John’s 

account seems timid: fearful disciples, the 

wounded Christ, the expelling of breath from his 

risen body, not from the sky. Our literal, modern 

minds wonder which way it happened; our noisy culture 

probably makes us prefer the former. But if we compare the 

two, we find that the dazzling richness of the Spirit fills both 

accounts, for it is the very breath of the risen Christ, ascend-

ed to the sky in Luke, that appears to his disciples in John 

and sends his followers forth to carry on his mission of for-

giving sin and proclaiming the mighty acts of God.

Mien-

tras nuestras mentes modernas y literales se 

preguntan de qué manera sucedió; nuestra ruidosa cultura 

probablemente nos hará preferir el primer relato. Pero si com-

paramos los dos, la deslumbrante riqueza del Espíritu llena 

ambos relatos, ya que es el mismo aliento del Cristo resucita-

do, ascendido a los cielos en Lucas, el que se aparece a sus 

discípulos en Juan y envía a sus seguidores a llevar a cabo su 

misión de perdonar los pecados y proclamar los portentos de 

Dios.

Estos sacaron 153 peces del mar, número rep-

resentativo de todas las naciones del mundo. 

Esta pesca milagrosa que tuvo lugar en Galilea, 

nos recuerda otra pesca milagrosa hecha en 

Brasil. 

En 1716 tres pescadores pescaban en el Río Paraiba y al 

lanzar la red al agua sacaron una estatua de la Virgen de 

la Concepción. Después, la pesca fue tan abundante que 

por poco hundía el barco. 

La virgencita de 36 centímetros había pasado muchos 

años en el agua por lo cual había tomado el rico color 

oscuro de muchos latinoamericanos. La devoción a 

Nuestra Señora de Aparecida creció hasta que la familia 

que la había encontrado la dio al pueblo para que en 

1745 se construyera para ella una capilla pública. De 

esta manera, Aparecida pasó de las redes a los cora-

zones, dando una rica pesca de personas para su Hijo.

   TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

                 Pentecost Sunday 

Before there was water, there was fire. Once in a while, 

a volcano hints at the sizzling magma upon which the 

whole human enterprise floats. Over eons, the 

surface cooled off a bit, and rain sizzled down 

for thousands of centuries, filling the oceans 

and sculpting the earth. We Christians can catch 

God’s glory in a shimmering pool of water, but 

we can also capture God’s burning desire to fan 

the tiny flames of our baptismal candles into 

something that will make a difference. 

In Sicily to this day, there is a custom of scattering rose 

petals down from the ceiling of church on the heads of 

the faithful, an effective reminder of the “tongues of 

flame” descending on the apostles, and a sign that the 

Holy Spirit still is poured out on the baptized. It is not 

merely a quaint custom, but a fairly potent sign of what 

baptism does. An interesting sidebar: if you have traced 

the Epiphany blessing on your doorway in chalk, Pente-

cost is the day to erase it. From now on, no need to rely 

on the “wise men”—you are alive in the Spirit!

PENTECOSTES 
El Domingo de Pentecostés es el 31 de Mayo 

de 2020. En esta fecha se celebra el descenso 

del Espíritu Santo y el inicio de la actividad 

de la Iglesia, por ello también se le conoce 

como la “celebración del Espíritu Santo”. 

Es un día variable en el calendario, en fecha 

diferente cada año. Porque la solemnidad 

de Pentecostés tiene lugar 7 semanas 

después del Domingo de Pascua. 

En el calendario cristiano con Pentecostés 

se termina el tiempo pascual de 50 días. Los 

cincuenta días pascuales y las fiestas de 

la Ascensión y Pentecostés, forman una uni-

dad. No son fiestas aisladas de aconteci-

mientos ocurridos en el tiempo, son parte 

de un solo y único misterio. 

La fiesta de Pentecostés es el segundo do-

mingo más importante del año litúrgico, 

después de la Pascua. Los cristianos tienen 

la oportunidad de vivir intensamente la rel-

ación existente entre la Resurrección de 

Cristo, su Ascensión y la venida del Es-

píritu Santo. 

        Pentecost 
The Christian holiday of Pentecost, which is 

celebrated the 49th day (the seventh sunday) 

after Easter Sunday,[2] commemorates the de-

scent of the Holy Spirit upon 

the Apostles and other followers 

of Jesus Christ while they were in Jerusalem 

celebrating the Feast of Weeks, as described 

in the Acts of the Apostles (Acts 2:1–31). 

The holiday is also called "White Sunday" or 

"Whitsunday" or "Whitsun", especially in 

the United Kingdom, where traditionally the 

next day, Whit Monday, was also a public hol-

iday (since 1971 fixed by statute on the last 

Monday in May). In German, Pentecost is 

called Pfingsten, developed through contract-

ing the Greek term pen[te]k[os]te, and often 

coincides with scholastic holidays and the be-

ginning of many outdoor and springtime ac-

tivities, such as festivals and organized out-

door activities by youth organizations. The 

Monday after Pentecost is a legal holiday in 

many European countries.
