MARK’S JESUS 

Mark’s Gospel is the shortest and tersest of all four. 

The discourses of Jesus tend to be terser as well. 

Mark’s portrayal of Jesus has none of the poetry of 

the Sermon on the Mount or the Sermon on the 

Plain as in Matthew or Luke, nor the extensive, re-

flective “I Am” discourses as in John. Mark’s Jesus 

“cuts to the chase,” we would say today. This is 

reflected quite well in today’s passage. 

It is no accident that the dialogue of Jesus at this 

point in the Gospel according to Mark—the con-

cluding words about the end of the world—immediately be-

fore his passion, is riddled with exclamation points and an 

overall sense of urgency. 

We would do well to re-tool our own way of living this Ad-

vent, for we live in a world urgently in need of hearing the 

message of Jesus proclaimed. It’s time for us to “wake up!” 

and get out into the world to do it. 
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EL JESÚS DE SAN MARCOS 

El Evangelio según San Marcos es el más corto y 

terso de los cuatro. Los discursos de Jesús tienden a 

ser concisos también. El retrato de Jesús que nos da 

Marcos no tiene nada de la poesía del Sermón del 

Monte o del Sermón de la Llanura como en Mateo 

ni Lucas, ni la extensión y reflexión de los “Yo 

Soy” los discursos en Juan. El Jesús de Marcos “va 

al grano”, diríamos hoy. Esto se refleja muy bien en 

el pasaje de hoy. 

No es una casualidad que el diálogo de Jesús en 

este momento en el Evangelio según San Marcos, las palabras 

finales sobre el fin del mundo, inmediatamente antes de su 

pasión, esté plagado de signos de exclamación y una sen-

sación general de urgencia. 

Haríamos bien en remodelar nuestra manera de vivir este Ad-

viento, ya que vivimos en un mundo con necesidad urgente de 

escuchar el mensaje que Jesús proclamó. Es hora de que nos 

“despertemos” y salgamos al mundo para hacerlo.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

“People in love make signs of love,” wrote our bishops in a 

document guiding the renewal of liturgical music. 

They were not merely urging us to sing at Mass, 

but suggesting that the song itself is a sign of the 

love of Christ. Love never expressed dies, as we 

know from experience. Flowers for no special rea-

son, a caress, a hug, a turn around the dance floor, 

a note on the pillow or in the lunchbox, the aroma 

of fresh bread in the kitchen, all are signs of love’s 

vitality. 

A significant treasure in our Catholic tradition is the place of 

the sacraments as signs of Christ’s love. We can trace the sac-

raments back to scriptural sources, through centuries of histo-

ry They are woven through family tradition and our own life 

story. Sacraments are the way Christ makes signs of love for 

the Church. For twenty centuries, God has spoken to us in the 

arena of the sacraments, and we have responded. 

For the next year of “Treasure” essays, we will explore the 

story of sacraments: their sources, their signs and rituals, and 

the way Christ nurtures and sustains us as we encounter him, 

the companion on our journey who loves us and faithfully 

makes signs of that love.

El 8 de diciembre, la Iglesia celebra solemnemente la Inmacu-

lada Concepción de María. A la vez, la Madre de 

Jesucristo es honrada en Venezuela bajo la advo-

cación de Nuestra Señora de Coromoto, en Para-

guay como Nuestra Señora de Caacupé, en Panamá 

como Nuestra Señora de La Antigua y en Nicaragua 

como Nuestra Señora del Viejo. 

Esta última advocación tiene distintas historias que 

relatan su origen. Hay quienes dicen que pertenecía 

a un viejo ermitaño que viajaba con unos marinos. 

En cierto punto la imagen no quiso continuar el viaje y el bar-

co no se movió hasta que se bajó el viejo con ella. Según otro 

relato, Nuestra Señora del Viejo fue traída a Nicaragua por 

Francisco de Ahumada, hermano de Teresa de Ávila. Francis-

co viajaba a América y su santa hermana quiso mandar tres 

imágenes marianas como regalo a los misioneros religiosos 

que estaban evangelizando en Guatemala, Perú y Nicaragua. 

Durante el año 1562, Francisco entregó la imagen de la 

Purísima a los Franciscanos de Nicaragua en el pueblo de “El 

Viejo”, por lo cual los nicaragüenses han declarado por años 

que “El viejo nos trajo a la Conchita”. Hay que saber que el 

viejo Francisco tenía 41 años de edad cuando pasó por Nica-

ragua.
