RETURNING TO ORDINARY LIFE

Six weeks into our Easter rejoicing, the Church gives us
readings today that start preparing us for a return to ordi-
nary life. The Acts of the Apostles and the Gospel both
dwell on proper daily behavior for followers of Jesus, while

the reading from Revelation reminds us why we bother
with laws at all. In Acts, leaders of the church meet to dis-
cuss which essential elements of the Mosaic Law converts
must obey if they wish to be disciples of Jesus Christ.
John’s Gospel reflects back to the Last Supper discourse
when Jesus himself emphasizes the importance of obeying
God’s commandments. Observing God’s law, says Jesus,
shows a desire to be intimate with the Lord. We follow
rules not for their own sake, but to love God and neighbor
better. This more excellent love brings us closer to Revela-
tion’s vision of paradise, gleaming with “the splendor of
God.”

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
There is a geography to the liturgy of baptism that distills the
journey of faith. Each part of the liturgy is assigned to a dis-
tinct part of the church building. Baptism, whether of infants
carried to church by their parents or of adults following the
paschal candle into a darkened church at Easter, starts at the
door. First, a threshold must be crossed and a new community
of meaning and memory encountered for the first time. Then,
the celebration moves to the place for God’s Word. Next, as
the litany of the saints is sung, there is a procession to the
font. Finally, the movement is to the table, the altar of the Eu-
charist. There, newly baptized adults are brought to the sacred
meal, or the parents of infants are blessed and reminded that
their child will one day share fully in the table’s banquet.
Many Catholic churches honor this geography by placing the
font near the door, or at least small vessels with water. The
doorway of our church is a place of memory, and a passage-
way to a new way of living.
