DISCIPLESHIP’S COSTS
In today’s first reading, God tells the prophet Elijah to pre-
pare Elisha to succeed him. Succeeding Elijah will be no
easy task; he has spent his life facing threats from the kings
he has confronted about their infidelity to the God of Israel.
The psalm illustrates the emotional and spiritual distress
that the prophets’ steadfast faithfulness to God brought
them. Paul’s description of the Christian’s freedom from
the law as opposed to “the desire of the flesh” puts this
struggle at the very heart of Christian identity. The reading
from Luke’s Gospel recounts Jesus’ decision to journey
toward Jerusalem, where he knows he will meet his earthly
fate. Following Jesus—Iike succeeding Elijah as prophet—
will now become more difficult. Unlike his calls to the first
disciples, Jesus encounters those who are not ready or are
not strong enough to journey with him.

EL VALOR DEL DISCIPULADO

En la primera lectura de hoy, Dios le dice al profeta Elias
que prepare a Eliseo para que sea su sucesor. Ser sucesor de
Elias no sera una tarea facil, ¢l ha pasado su vida enfrentado
las amenazas de los reyes a los que ha confrontado por sus
infidelidades al Dios de Israel. El salmo ilustra la angustia
emocional y espiritual que la firme fidelidad de los profetas a
Dios les produjo. La descripcion de Pablo de la libertad del
cristiano frente a la ley en contraposicion al “deseo de la car-
ne” pone esta lucha en el corazén mismo de la identidad cris-
tiana. La lectura del Evangelio de Lucas relata la decision de
Jesus de viajar a Jerusalén, donde €l sabe que encontrara su
destino terrenal. Seguir a Jesus, asi como suceder a Elias co-
mo profeta, sera menos facil. A diferencia de sus llamadas a
los primeros discipulos, Jests se encuentra con aquellos que
no estan preparados o no son lo suficientemente fuertes para

viajar con €l.

Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Confirmation is complicated, at least in its history. It arose in re-
sponse to real problems deeply felt, not the least of which was the
desire of the bishop to minister to all who were baptized. But it also
has to do with the early crisis of how to deal with persons baptized
by congregations that had broken bonds with the greater church:
heretics. People reasoned that no matter how wrong-headed the min-
ister might be, Christ would always work in the waters of baptism.
No matter what, God would sweep aside all human obstacles to
claim the new life in the water. They were not so sure about the
ability of someone who had broken with the church to confer the
Spirit.

By the fifth century, already-baptized persons coming into the
church were anointed with chrism but not rebaptized. This anointing
with myron or chrism was seen as an act of reconciliation by the
church, and a seal upon the commitments vowed by the newcomer.
Today, we preserve this ancient practice by never “rebaptizing”
Christians who have been baptized in water in the name of the Fa-
ther, Son, and Holy Spirit. We affirm the candidates’ baptismal dig-
nity, and we celebrate confirmation at their first reception of the
Eucharist.

Decimotercer Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE
En 1769 los misioneros franciscanos establecieron la primera misién
en lo que hoy es la ciudad de San Diego, California. Bajo la direc-
cion de fray Junipero Serra, los hermanos menores pudieron esta-
blecer otras ocho misiones, incluyendo la ciudad de San Francisco,
en 1776.

Junipero o José Miguel Serra, fue hijo de padres campesinos de la
Isla de Mallorca, Espaiia. Ingreso6 a la Orden de los hermanos
menores (franciscanos) a los dieciséis afios y con el tiempo, llegd a
ser profesor de filosofia, pero su verdadero deseo era ser misionero
en el continente americano, lo que hoy conocemos como Hemisferio
Occidental.

En 1749, su orden religiosa lo envié a México como administrador
del Colegio Apostolico. Poco a poco se fue desprendiendo de sus
cargos académicos para establecer misiones entre los indigenas.
Aunque algunos afirman lo contrario, Junipero fue arduo defensor
de los nativos. En California, mas de una vez tuvo problemas con
los soldados espaiioles, debido a que éstos abusaban de los amerin-
dios, problemas que lo llevaron a defender los derechos humanos de
los nativos ante el Virrey en México. Sus esfuerzos por cristianizar
los indigenas de California tuvieron como resultado mas de 6000
bautizos durante sus quince afios en esa region.
