THE SPIRIT’S ACTIVE POWER
The mystery of the Trinity refers to one God in three per-
sons. We frequently acknowledge Jesus as “the second per-
son of the Trinity,” but referring also to the Spirit as a
“person” comes less naturally. In religious art, the Holy
Spirit often appears as a dove or, as in today’s reading from
the Acts of the Apostles, tongues of fire. Much rarer are
images of the Spirit as a “person” in recognizable human
form. Today’s readings do not settle the issue of how to
picture the Spirit, but they certainly give shape to the
Spirit’s active power in the world and in each human heart.
In Acts, the Spirit enables people to speak and understand a
variety of languages. Paul’s letter to the Corinthians praises
the Spirit for all kinds of spiritual gifts, services, and
“workings.” Finally, in John’s Gospel, Jesus calls the Spirit
our Advocate and our divine teacher.

EL PODER ACTIVO DEL ESPIiRITU
El misterio de la Trinidad se refiere a un Dios en tres per-
sonas. Con frecuencia reconocemos a Jests como “la segun-
da persona de la Trinidad”, pero también referirse al Espiritu
como una “persona” parece menos natural. En el arte religi-
0so cristiano, el Espiritu Santo a menudo se le representa
como una paloma, o como en la lectura de hoy de los Hechos
de los Apostoles, como lenguas de fuego. Son menos
frecuentes las imagenes del Espiritu como una “persona”
reconocible en forma humana. Las lecturas de hoy no resuel-
ven el tema de como representar al Espiritu, pero ciertamente
dan forma al poder activo del Espiritu en el mundo y en cada
corazon humano. En los Hechos de los Apostoles, el Espiritu
hace posible que las personas hablen y entiendan diversas
lenguas. La carta de Pablo a los corintios alaba al Espiritu
por todo tipo de dones espirituales, servicios y “obras”. Por
ultimo, en el Evangelio de Juan, Jests llama al Espiritu nues-
tro abogado y nuestro maestro divino.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Before there was water, there was fire. Once in a while, a vol-
cano hints at the sizzling magma upon which the whole hu-
man enterprise floats. Over eons, the surface cooled off a bit,
and rain sizzled down for thousands of centuries, filling the
oceans and sculpting the earth. We Christians can catch God’s
glory in a shimmering pool of water, but we can also capture
God’s burning desire to fan the tiny flames of our baptismal
candles into something that will make a difference.
In Sicily to this day, there is a custom of scattering rose petals
down from the ceiling of church on the heads of the faithful,
an effective reminder of the “tongues of flame” descending on
the apostles, and a sign that the Holy Spirit still is poured out
on the baptized. It is not merely a quaint custom, but a fairly
potent sign of what baptism does. An interesting sidebar: if
you have traced the Epiphany blessing on your doorway in
chalk, Pentecost is the day to erase it. From now on, no need
to rely on the “wise men”—you are alive in the Spirit!

Después de la muerte de Jests, los discipulos habian re-
gresado a su antiguo oficio de la pesca para asi ganarse la
vida, pues no sabian qué hacer. El Jesus resucitado tuvo que
pescarselos de nuevo. En su tercera aparicion, Jesus pidié a
los discipulos que lanzaran sus redes al mar. Estos sacaron

153 peces del mar, nimero representativo de todas las

naciones del mundo. Esta pesca milagrosa que tuvo lugar en
Galilea, nos recuerda otra pesca milagrosa hecha en Brasil.

En 1716 tres pescadores pescaban en el Rio Paraiba y al
lanzar la red al agua sacaron una estatua de la Virgen de la
Concepcion. Después, la pesca fue tan abundante que por po-
co hundia el barco.

La virgencita de 36 centimetros habia pasado muchos afios en
el agua por lo cual habia tomado el rico color oscuro de mu-
chos latinoamericanos. La devocion a Nuestra Sefiora de
Aparecida crecid hasta que la familia que la habia encontrado
la dio al pueblo para que en 1745 se construyera para ella una
capilla publica. De esta manera, Aparecida paso de las redes a
los corazones, dando una rica pesca de personas para su Hijo.
