Jesús demuestra que no se trata de 
quien es digno de ser amado, sino de amar como Dios ama, 
de ser prójimo, de ser el buen samaritano. Jesús quiere que 
continuemos su obra como imágenes de este Dios de amor, 
amando a todas las personas, incluso a las que parecen ser

RIGHT RELATIONSHIPS 
 

Our God is about relationships. In the first reading, Moses 
reminds the Israelites that the laws, which are already in 
their hearts, keep them in right relationship with the God 

who loves them so much that they always find forgiveness. 
Centuries later, along comes Jesus, whom Paul describes to 
the Colossians as “the image of the invisible God,” the very 

embodiment of this God of love. In his parable about the 
good Samaritan, Jesus explains how the law of love over-

rules the letter of the law. Instead of answering the question 
“Who is my neighbor?” Jesus demonstrates that it is not 
about who is worthy of being loved, but rather loving as 
God loves—about being neighbor, about being the good 
Samaritan. Jesus wants us to continue his work as images 
of this God of love by loving all people, even those who 

seem to be our enemies. 
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Have you considered making a gift to a charity in your 
will? This is a very special token of expressing the val-
ues you held during your life. Please consider also your 
faith community of St. Mary and St. Peter. By leaving a 
gift you will be leaving a legacy of faith to help to keep 

the light of Christ for all generations to come.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

Charlemagne, crowned Holy Roman Emperor on Christmas 
Day, 800, had a major interest in shaping the worship life of 

the church, and began a long period of reform and regulation. 
We owe many confirmation policies and practices to his rule. 

A baptized person was required to be confirmed as soon as 
the bishop’s presence made it possible. Priests were expected 
to do their best in seeing to it that a newly-baptized child re-
ceived the Eucharist. One twelfth-century ritual insists that if 

the child is not yet capable of eating or drinking, then the 
priest might give him or her some of the Precious Blood on a 

leaf or a finger. 
Despite the best efforts of the Empire to hold liturgical life 

together, the rules were not always lived out with great beau-
ty. St. Richard of Chichester of thirteenth-century England, 

for example, was canonized for his holy life as a bishop. One 
of the remarkable signs of his sanctity was his willingness to 
climb down from his horse to confirm “merely baptized” lay-
folk who crossed his path! This praiseworthy practice points a 
finger of blame at less zealous bishops, whose casual attitudes 

revealed a sacrament in need of rescue.

Decimoquinto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 
TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 

En el año 2001, Carlos Manuel Rodríguez Santiago se convir-
tió en el primer laico caribeño beatificado por la Iglesia. Su 

vida fue ejemplar en la caridad y en el amor a la liturgia, pues 
promovió la participación de los fieles de una manera activa, 
mucho antes de que el Concilio Vaticano II así lo pidiera. En 

1963 una colitis rectal muy severa lo llevó a los brazos de 
Cristo resucitado, a la edad de 44 años. 

Carlitos, como muchos lo llaman, trabajó en la Universidad 
de Puerto Rico y fundó un grupo apostólico laical en el Cen-
tro Católico de dicha universidad. Allí pudo obrar por el de-
sarrollo del humanismo cristiano, la participación activa de 

los laicos en la liturgia de la Iglesia y por la renovación de la 
Vigilia Pascual. Solía decir que los cristianos “vivimos para 

esa noche” como cumbre y centro de nuestra fe. 
Carlitos es modelo para los laicos comprometidos con su fe. 

Él insistía no sólo en una participación activa en la pastoral de 
la iglesia, sino también en la liturgia de la Iglesia en una 

época donde la Misa todavía se consideraba obra exclusiva de 
los sacerdotes.
