PRAYER AND SERVICE

How do we bring balance and joy to our lives of prayer and
service to our loving God?
In the Gospel today, Jesus tells Martha that her concern
about doing the right thing as dictated by Jewish tradition
might not be the best use of her energies. Her sister, Mary,
who sits in rapt attention at Jesus’ feet, should not be re-
buked. Is Jesus trying to show Martha that she needs to
make time for her spiritual nourishment?
Abraham and Sarah in the first reading seem to be just like
Martha. And yet Abraham’s eager welcome and joyful
serving of his “visitors” seems almost spiritual. How like
Paul, in the second reading, rejoicing in his service to the
gospel!
We hear in the psalm that those who do justice will live in
the Lord’s presence. Prayer and service—what greater joy
could there be?

Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
By the dawn of the fourteenth century, the sacrament of con-
firmation was ripe for a rescue, since vast numbers of the
faithful never received it, and when it was celebrated, it was
done so in isolation from baptism and Eucharist. A bishop
named William Durandus set out to reclaim this liturgy, but
he had a creative touch and added some things into the mix
that had never been thought of before. One was a slap. Oddly,
he replaced the kiss of peace at the end of confirmation with a
slap on the cheek that endured to modern times. This “wake-
up call” was related in his imagination to a custom in the mili-
tary, wherein ceremonies of knighthood and investiture in-
volved a symbolic wound as a sign of willingness to suffer.
Within every congregation today there are people who have
memories of fretting through their confirmation liturgies, anx-
ious to know how enthusiastic a slap the bishop would be-
stow. Durandus loved symbolism and had a reason for every
ritual and practice, but his creative spin on the celebration
shows how sadly adrift confirmation was from its anchorage
in baptism, how far off-course from its home port of the eu-
charistic community.
