UNA CONVERSACION CON DIOS

CONVERSATION WITH GOD

Este fin de semana ponemos nuestra atencion en la oracion.
En el Evangelio, Jesus da a sus discipulos, y a nosotros, la
oracion del Padre Nuestro, que durante siglos hemos apreci-
ado. Las dos primeras palabras abarcan mucho de nuestra fe:
la unidad entre todos los cristianos (Nuestro), y un sentido de
que estamos en una relacion profundamente vinculada con
Dios (Padre).

En el libro de Génesis, vemos a Abraham en una oracion de
conversacion, en su humildad de creatura ante su Creador,
buscando misericordia y compasion por un inocente. El
salmo es una oracion poética de agradecimiento y alabanza
al Dios que respondi6 a las oraciones sinceras de un pueblo
que habia pedido ayuda, mostrando su misericordia. En el
Evangelio de Lucas, los discipulos quieren orar como Jesus,
con la misma intimidad, para experimentar a Dios como Ab-
ba en lo mas profundo de su ser.

(Intentamos nosotros de hablar con Dios? jEscuchamos las
respuestas? Esta relacion siempre es un trabajo en progreso.

Prayer is our focus this weekend. In the Gospel, Jesus gives
his disciples, and us, the Lord’s Prayer, which we have
cherished through the centuries. The first two words en-
compass much about our faith—unity among all Christians
(Our), and a sense that we are in a deeply bonded relation-

ship with God (Father).
In Genesis, we see Abraham in conversational prayer, in
his creaturely humility before his Creator, seeking mercy
and compassion for the innocent. The psalm is a lyrical
prayer of thanksgiving and praise for the God who an-
swered the sincere prayers of a people who had called out
for help, showing them mercy. In Luke’s Gospel, the disci-
ples want to pray like Jesus, with the same intimacy—to

experience God as Abba in the depths of their being.
Do we try to talk to God? Do we listen for answers? This

relationship is always a work in progress.

Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Most parishes are now aware of the catechumenate and the journey
of new faithful in the RCIA, but this form of sacramental initiation
disappeared from view in the thirteenth century along with many
other ancient practices. Life back then was hard, and often too short,
and priests were increasingly insistent about the responsibility of
parents to baptize children in danger of death. Since everyone in that
society was under unimaginable threat from famine, warfare, and
plague, the liturgical rites changed quickly. Everyone was in danger
of death all the time. No longer were babies immersed in fonts, be-
ing lowered into the water, although the ritual books never backed
down from immersion. Infusion was the new way, a simple pouring
of a few drops of water on the child’s forehead.
The catechumenate collapsed, being reduced to the recitation of the
Creed and an Our Father at every baptism. Amazingly, any provi-
sion for adult baptism was shelved, so that as late as the 1950s, a
person being baptized was presumed to be an infant, unable to an-
swer for him or herself. Questions of creed and commitment were
put to the godparents, not to the person being baptized. Even Doro-
thy Day and Thomas Merton, famous adult converts, remained mute
at their baptisms while their sponsors answered for them. In hind-
sight all this appears strikingly odd, yet it was accepted as the way
things were. We have good reason to give thanks for the vigorous
reforms of the last fifty years!

Por eso se hizo fraile dominico e hizo varios viajes a Espafia en de-
fensa de los derechos humanos de los amerindios ante los reyes de
Espafia, los cuales le dieron tierras en Venezuela y Chiapas para
poner en practica su teoria humanista acerca de los indigenas.
Hasta el fin de su vida este fraile y te6logo dominico luché por los
derechos de los nativos americanos, buscando convencer a los reyes
espafioles y a los Papas que la conquista no favorecia la evange-
lizacion de los pueblos. Gracias a sus esfuerzos se aboli6 la esclavi-
tud indigena y se instituyo el dialogo, en lugar de la espada, como
instrumento de conversion.
