We reflect upon the voice of the prophet in this Sunday’s
readings. We hear of the suffering and the rescue of Jeremi-
ah. We hear how Jesus anticipates his suffering and death.
As with Jeremiah and Jesus, the prophets were sent by God
to the leaders and people of Israel. A prophet is one who
speaks truth to the powerful, exposing their darker hidden
motives and injustices. The prophet presents a way forward
that aligns with God’s purposes. A prophet can force peo-
ple away from a comfortable neutrality or indifference. The
prophet creates an urgency to make a choice: Are we con-
tent with the status quo, or are we to change our ways and
pursue a new and better path? Today, we may also ask,
how do we identify and respond to prophets of our time?
How might we provide a prophetic voice in our Church and
in our world?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In recent weeks, we have looked at the evolution of how Roman
Catholics initiate children into the life of the Church. How did cus-
toms evolve in the Eastern Church? At one time, Christians in both
East and West preferred to celebrate baptism in a community set-
ting, with large numbers of adults and children initiated at Easter.
The two branches of Christianity began to split on the proper time to
do this.

In the East, water was blessed in abundance on the feast of the
Epiphany, which marked, among other things, the baptism of the
Lord. Once infant baptism was fixed on that day, local customs
marking a birth began to evolve. One celebration was the giving of a
name on the eighth day, another was the “purification” of the moth-
er on the fortieth day after birth. In that blessing, re-enacting Mary
and Joseph’s journey to the temple, the priest took the baby in his
arms and placed the child before the altar. Just as Simeon received
the child Jesus, so the priest received the new Christian while chant-
ing Simeon’s prayer. Later, normally on Epiphany, the priest would
baptize, chrismate (confirm), and give a few drops of the Precious
Blood to the child in a joyous celebration of the whole community.

Luego se ofrecié como misionero en Colom-
bia donde busco renovar la orden de los agustinos. En 1895 el Papa

Ledn XIII 1o nombro obispo de Parma, lugar en el que le esperaba

un martirio moral de calumnias, desprecios y humillaciones por
parte de las autoridades civiles. Sus mensajes y desafios pastorales
llevaron a los fieles a un mayor fervor apostolico a tal grado, que
incomodo al gobierno.

En 1898 busco renunciar a su puesto como obispo para no continuar
como causa de polémicas y problemas para la Iglesia. El Papa no
permitié su renuncia, mas bien lo animé a seguir promoviendo el

celo apostolico por el bien del pueblo. La polémica nunca debe de-

sanimar a los fieles en Cristo cuando se trata de mejorar la vida
moral de la sociedad en la que se encuentran.
