HUMILITY

Today’s readings praise the virtue of humility and offer
concrete ways for us to become more humble. The Book of
Sirach suggests a practical reason for acting with humility:

humble people are more likeable than the arrogant. Even
God “finds favor” with those who humble themselves. In
Luke’s Gospel, Jesus provides real-world suggestions for
growing in humility and teaches us never to assume we are
better than others. His words change our outward behavior
and expand our hearts and minds to care about people we
might have dismissed before. This practical, almost
“folksy” wisdom about humility helps us behave better in
daily life and makes our lofty goal of eternal life more ac-
cessible. Our reading from Hebrews affirms that heaven is
indeed approachable. The personal love and sacrifice of
Jesus have opened “the city of the living God” to us. Hu-
mility prepares us for paradise.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
We know for certain that the sacrament of penance was a fair-
ly rare event in the life of a Christian in the early centuries,
but that everyone had a duty to admit their sins and ask for-
giveness before giving thanks in the Sunday Eucharist and
receiving Christ’s Body and Blood at the table. Everyone to-
day is familiar with this same ancient pattern. We also know
about Lent and its journey of renewal, and even those who are
returning from summer vacations may speak of a fresh per-
spective on life and a resolve to do better. Saint Augustine
spoke of a third kind of penance, beyond the turning of the
catechumens to a different life, beyond the normal everyday
fresh starts, to a form that is severe and serious. Certain sins
broke faith with the community: the sinners were obliged to
give their names to the bishop and were barred from participa-
tion in the Fucharist. Augustine mentioned sacrilege, adultery,
and murder as the culprits, great wounds for the perpetrator,
wounds that were serious, deadly, mortal. Penance was such a
frightening prospect that many people delayed their baptism
for fear that they would sin, a practice with which Augustine
was well acquainted. Pastoral need would eventually call the
church to reconsider its practice.

Hoy dia el joven que busca el sacerdocio lo
busca por servicio y vocacion, no por prestigio o posicion so-
cial.

El sacerdocio es un apostolado que se recibe con el sacramen-
to del Orden. Ser ordenado es recibir 6rdenes, es decir, ser
obediente. Hoy mas que nunca, el sacerdote estd llamado a la
misma obediencia de Jesucristo, obediencia que lo llevo a la
cruz y a la resurreccion. Oremos por nuestros sacerdotes para
que su entrega sea total.
