TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
Our national memory will keep September 11 holy for gener-
ations to come, as we remember the innocent dead. Our mem-
ories of the attack on our nation are intertwined with memo-
ries of how we human beings are natural symbol-makers. In
one parish, as a candlelight vigil ended, the assembly, without
being instructed, took their candles and stood shoulder to
shoulder, down the steps and along the city streets for a quar-
ter mile. Slowly, people came out of their houses bearing ta-
pers and candles. In the first hours of crisis, we stood vigil,
we prayed from the heart, and we celebrated the human abil-
ity to draw light out of terrible darkness.

Stories of that terrible day necessarily drift to tales of hero-
ism, courage, dignity, faith, solidarity, hope, community. The
church learned long ago through hard experience that “the
blood of the martyrs is the seed of the church.” Perhaps the
victims of 9/11 have gifts to bring that we are only just dis-
covering as believers in a just and loving God. They are
teaching us still, and today is a day for lighting candles at the
table and being silent for a moment before the abundance of
God’s gifts. Today reminds us that we are capable of acts of
indescribable beauty even in the face of great evil.

Este fue
el primero de los medios de comunicacion en espafiol en esta
nacion. En 1822 se eligio el primer politico Hispano como
representante estatal de Florida.

En 1865 la primera oficina para la pastoral catdlica entre los
hispanos nombro6 al sacerdote Gabriel Serrano pastor hispano-
rium (pastor de los hispanos) en San Francisco, California. En
1970 el sacerdote Patricio Flores fue el primer hispano en ser
consagrado como Obispo en y para Estados Unidos. En 1972
celebramos el Primer Encuentro Nacional de Catolicos His-
panos donde nos auto nominamos un pueblo en marcha. Y
seguimos caminando.
