LIMITS

Today’s readings continue the theme of humility explored
last Sunday. All three readings today encourage us to admit
that we have limits, and God has none. The poignant poetry

of Wisdom resonates with all of us who have ever strug-
gled for peace in situations we cannot control: “For the cor-

ruptible body burdens the soul and the earthen shelter

weighs down the mind that has many concerns.” Saint Paul

recognizes his own limitations, both physically (he is in
prison) and spiritually: he cannot compel his friend to obey
his wishes; he can only propose his request and respect Phi-
lemon’s free will. In the Gospel, Jesus reminds us that God

alone can complete the good we wish to do in the world.

While we thank God for the gifts we receive—and the fam-

ilies we love—we acknowledge that they are temporary,
and humbly cling to God.

.TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
In the early years of the church, most people never availed
themselves of once-in-a-lifetime penance. Yet penitents were
highly visible. They wore distinctive garments or chains, and
they were relegated to special zones in the church. They
might be dismissed from the Sunday assembly after the Word,
forbidden to join in the Prayer of the Faithful or the Eucharist.
This dismissal was done with great affection and tenderness
as the bishop laid his hands on the heads of the sinners. Dur-
ing Lent almost everyone would identify with penitents by
clothing, insignia, or by following the penitents’ regular diet.
Rather than sit in judgment over them, the church desired to
intercede for them before the Lord. “Let Mother Church weep
for you and wash away your sins with her tears,” said St. Am-
brose to his penitents in Milan. Ambrose liked to think of
them as Jonah in the whale, meditating on his errors. In a let-
ter to his sister he said that Jonah is also a sign of Christ in the
tomb, and so he had great faith in the penitents’ future procla-
mation of the Resurrection with their reclaimed status in the
assembly.

1909, cuando el racismo no les permitia participar en organi-
zaciones euroestadounidenses. Esta organizacion toma su
nombre de un jesuita espafiol del siglo XVII, Pedro, quien
llegd a Cartagena (Colombia) en 1610 y se escandalizo ante la
trata de esclavos en el continente americano. A pesar de cen-
suras papales en contra de la esclavitud esta pecaminosa cos-
tumbre seguia robando humanidad a los africanos. Pedro se
consagro al servicio de ellos, recibiéndolos con caridad,
comida y alivio apenas llegaban en los barcos.

Pedro no pudo liberar a los esclavos pero si se dedico a servir-
los y convertirlos. El preparaba catequistas de entre los mis-
mos africanos para que pudieran cristianizar a los recién
llegados. Pedro Claver sufrié muchos insultos y calumnias
por reunir a los africanos en iglesias y en especial, por darles
los sacramentos cristianos. Sus propios superiores, dejandose
llevar por las criticas de los criollos, lo castigaban por el tra-
bajo que hacia con los esclavos. Por tal razon se autonombro
como “Pedro Claver, de los negros, esclavo para siempre”.
