Candlemas (February 2)
hanks to Pope Sergio's I (687-701), on February 2 we cele-
rate the Presentation of the Lord. On this day we also com-
emorate the Purification of Mary, who complied with the
ewish law (Leviticus 12:1). The law indicated that a mother
should be purified forty days after giving birth to a boy child.
Since the eleventh century the Purification of Mary and the
resentation of the Lord have been celebrated with the bless-
ing of all the candles and candlesticks that are going to be used
uring the year. This is done with the hope that there will nev-
er be a lack of light, either material or spiritual, in the houses
f the faithful. The root of the word candlemas is the Latin
erb candere (“to shine”) and from which also come the words
candelabra and candlestick. This feast of candles recalls that
Christians can, like Simon and the prophetess Anna in the
emple, say that they also have seen salvation: Jesus the true
ight who shines in the arms of Mary (Luke 2:25-38).

La Candelaria

Gracias al Papa Sergio I (687-701), el dia 2 de febrero se cele-
bra la Presentacion de Jests en el Templo. En este dia se con-
memora también la Purificacion de Maria que cumplia con la
Ley Judia (Levitico 12:1-2). Dicha ley indicaba que una madre
debia ser purificada cuarenta dias después de que diera a luz a
un varoncito. Desde el undécimo siglo, la celebracion de la
Purificacion de Maria y la Presentacion del Nifio Jesus en el
templo se conmemoran con la bendicion de todas las velas y
veladoras que se van a usar durante el afo. Esto se hace con la
esperanza de que nunca falte la luz, tanto material como espir-
itual en las casas de los fieles. La palabra candelaria viene del
verbo latin candere (brillar), de alli la palabra candela, o sea,
veladora. Esta fiesta de candelas recuerda que los cristianos
como Simedn y la profetiza Ana en el Templo pueden decir
que ellos también han visto la salvacion; Jesus la verdadera luz

que brilla en brazos de Maria (Lucas 2:25-38).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
You need more than water for a bath. Most family bathrooms
contain an arsenal of soaps and emollients, lotions, sham-
poos, and conditioners to combat grime and honor the body.

A bath without oil is still unthinkable. No wonder early

Christians used lavish amounts of oil to “paint” the skin of
people drawn dripping wet from the baptismal font on Easter.
There were two oils used in baptism long ago. “Oil of exor-
cism” protected candidates from “evil spirits”; it strengthened
their resolve and purified their purposes.

The second oil, slathered over them after baptism’s bath,
“sealed” them, making them like Christ, the anointed one, the
priest, the prophet, the king. Chrism has always had a power-
ful odor; rich resinous perfumes are stirred in before it is con-

secrated. As the newly baptized were embraced by new
brothers and sisters in Christ, the scent permeated the hall of
Eucharist, a sign of our connection to Christ and to one an-
other.

Esta semana recordamos la memoria de san Juan Bosco cono-
cido como “Don Bosco”. Es curioso el apelativo de “Don” ya
que es un titulo para nobles sefiores. En siglos pasados era el
titulo comun para un sacerdote diocesano, mientras que el
titulo hermano se reservaba para sacerdotes y hermanos religi-
osos. En la Iglesia catolica existen dos clases de sacerdotes.
Unos son diocesanos o seculares quienes dedican su vida a la
didcesis a la que pertenecen. Estos sacerdotes hacen voto de
celibato y obediencia al obispo local. El otro grupo de sacer-
dotes son los que pertenecen a 6rdenes religiosas. Ellos viven
en comunidad y hacen votos de pobreza, celibato y obediencia
a su comunidad.

En muchas partes a todos los sacerdotes religiosos o dioce-
sanos se les llama “padre”. Este titulo fue usado en la Primera
Iglesia y durante la Edad Media para honrar a hombres santos,

ya fueran laicos o sacerdotes. Se les llamaba “padres” solo

cuando habian llegado a mostrar, con una larga vida, que
podian animar a los demas con su buen ejemplo. Todos los
sacerdotes debian vivir de tal manera que merecieran el titulo
de padre, sin desearlo directamente.
