Gospel
Jesus told his disciples this parable: "The kingdom of heaven is
like a landowner who went out at dawn to hire laborers for his
vineyard. After agreeing with them for the usual daily wage, he
sent them into his vineyard. Going out about nine o'clock,

the landowner saw others standing idle in the marketplace, and he
said to them, '"You too go into my vineyard, and I will give you
what is just.' So they went off. And he went out again around
noon, and around three o'clock, and did likewise. Going out about
five o'clock, the landowner found others standing around, and
said to them, 'Why do you stand here idle all day?' They an-
swered, 'Because no one has hired us.' He said to them, 'You too
go into my vineyard.' When it was evening the owner of the vine-
yard said to his foreman, 'Summon the laborers and give them

their pay, beginning with the last and ending with the first.'
When those who had started about five o'clock came, each re-
ceived the usual daily wage. So when the first came, they thought
that they would receive more, but each of them also got the usual
wage. And on receiving it they grumbled against the landowner,
saying, 'These last ones worked only one hour, and you have
made them equal to us, who bore the day's burden and the heat.'
He said to one of them in reply, 'My friend, I am not cheating

you. Did you not agree with me for the usual daily wage?
Take what is yours and go. What if I wish to give this last one the
same as you? Or am I not free to do as I wish with my own mon-
ey? Are you envious because I am generous?'

Thus, the last will be first, and the first will be last."

Understanding the Bible
The Bible is all around us. People hear Scripture readings in
church. We have Good Samaritan (Luke 10) laws, welcome
home the Prodigal Son (Luke 15), and look for the Promised
Land (Exodus 3, Hebrews 11). Some biblical passages have
become popular maxims, such as "Do unto others as you
would have them do unto you (Matthew 7:12)," "Thou shalt
not steal (Exodus 20:15), and "love thy neighbor" (Matthew
22:39).
Today's Catholic is called to take an intelligent, spiritual ap-
proach to the bible.
Listed here are 5 points for fruitful Scripture reading.

1.-The sum is greater than the parts. Read the Bible in con-
text. What happens before and after — even in other books —
helps us to understand the true meaning of the text.

2.-The Old relates to the New. The Old Testament and the
New Testament shed light on each other. While we read the
Old Testament in light of the death and resurrection of Jesus,
it has its own value as well. Together, these testaments help
us to understand God's plan for human beings.

3.-You do not read alone. By reading and reflecting on Sa-
cred Scripture, Catholics join those faithful men and women
who have taken God's Word to heart and put it into practice in
their lives. We read the Bible within the tradition of the
Church to benefit from the holiness and wisdom of all the
faithful.

4.-What is God saying to me? The Bible is not addressed
only to long-dead people in a faraway land. It is addressed to
each of us in our own unique situations. When we read, we
need to understand what the text says and how the faithful
have understood its meaning in the past. In light of this under-
standing, we then ask: What is God saying to me?

5.-Reading isn't enough. If Scripture remains just words on a
page, our work is not done. We need to meditate on the mes-
sage and put it into action in our lives. Only then can the word
be "living and effective." (Hebrews 4:12).

Entendiendo la Biblia

La Biblia est4 a nuestro alrededor. La gente escucha lecturas
de las Escrituras en la iglesia. Tenemos leyes del Buen Samari-

tano (Lucas 10), damos la bienvenida a casa al Hijo Prodigo
(Lucas 15) y buscamos la Tierra Prometida (Exodo 3, Hebreos

11). Algunos pasajes biblicos se han convertido en maximas
populares, como "Haz a los demas lo que quisieras que te hici-

eran a ti (Mateo 7:12)", "No robaras" (Exodo 20:15) y
"Amarés a tu projimo" (Mateo 22:39).

El catolico de hoy esta llamado a adoptar un enfoque inteli-
gente y espiritual de la Biblia.
Aqui se enumeran 5 puntos para la lectura fructifera de las Es-
crituras.

1.-La suma es mayor que las partes. Lea la Biblia en contex-
to. Lo que sucede antes y después, incluso en otros libros, nos
ayuda a comprender el verdadero significado del texto.

2.-Lo Viejo se relaciona con lo Nuevo. El Antiguo Testamen-
to y el Nuevo Testamento se iluminan mutuamente. Si bien
leemos el Antiguo Testamento a la luz de la muerte y resurrec-
cion de Jesus, también tiene su propio valor. Juntos, estos tes-
tamentos nos ayudan a entender el plan de Dios para los seres
humanos.

3.-No lees solo. Al leer y reflexionar sobre la Sagrada Escritu-
ra, los catolicos se unen a aquellos hombres y mujeres fieles
que han tomado en serio la Palabra de Dios y la han puesto en
practica en sus vidas. Leemos la Biblia dentro de la tradicion
de la Iglesia para beneficiarnos de la santidad y la sabiduria de
todos los fieles.

4.-; Qué me esta diciendo Dios? La Biblia no esta dirigida
solo a personas muertas hace mucho tiempo en una tierra leja-
na. Esta dirigido a cada uno de nosotros en nuestras propias
situaciones tnicas. Cuando leemos, necesitamos entender lo
que dice el texto y como los fieles han entendido su significado
en el pasado. A la luz de este entendimiento, entonces pregun-
tamos: ;Qué me esta diciendo Dios?

5.-Leer no es suficiente. Si las Escrituras se quedan solo
palabras en una pagina, nuestro trabajo no esta terminado.
Necesitamos meditar en el mensaje y ponerlo en accion en
nuestras vidas. So6lo entonces la palabra puede ser "viva y efi-
caz". (Hebreos 4:12).
