Gospel

Jesus again in reply spoke to the chief priests and elders of the
people in parables, saying, "The kingdom of heaven may be lik-

ened to a king who gave a wedding feast for his son.
He dispatched his servants to summon the invited guests to the
feast, but they refused to come. A second time he sent other serv-
ants, saying, 'Tell those invited: "Behold, I have prepared my

banquet, my calves and fattened cattle are killed,

and everything is ready; come to the feast."'

Some ignored the invitation and went away, one to his farm, an-
other to his business. The rest laid hold of his servants,
mistreated them, and killed them. The king was enraged and sent
his troops, destroyed those murderers, and burned their city.
Then he said to his servants, 'The feast is ready,
but those who were invited were not worthy to come.

Go out, therefore, into the main roads and invite to the feast
whomever you find.' The servants went out into the streets
and gathered all they found, bad and good alike,
and the hall was filled with guests.

How is the Lectionary arranged-?
The Lectionary is arranged in two cycles, one for Sundays
and one for weekdays.

The Sunday cycle is divided into three years, labeled A, B, and
C. 2021 was Year B, 2022 is Year C, Year A will being on No-
vember 27, 2022 and continue through December 2, 2023. In
Year A, we read mostly from the Gospel of Matthew. In Year B,
we read the Gospel of Mark and chapter 6 of the Gospel of John.
In Year C, we read the Gospel of Luke. The Gospel of John is
read during the Easter season in all three years. The first reading,
usually from the Old Testament, reflects important themes from
the Gospel reading. The second reading is usually from one of
the epistles, a letter written to an early church community. These
letters are read semi-continuously. Each Sunday, we pick up
close to where we left off the Sunday before, though some pas-
sages are never read.

The weekday cycle is divided into two years, Year [ and Year II.
Year | is read in odd-numbered years (2023, 2025, etc.) and Year
Il is used in even-numbered years (2022, 2024, etc.) The Gospels
for both years are the same. During the year, the Gospels are read
semi-continuously, beginning with Mark, then moving on to
Matthew and Luke. The Gospel of John is read during the Easter
season. For Advent, Christmas, and Lent, readings are chosen
that are appropriate to the season. The first reading on weekdays
may be taken from the Old or the New Testament. Typically, a
single book is read semi-continuously (i.e., some passages are
not read) until it is finished and then a new book is started.
The year of the cycle does not change on January 1, but on the
First Sunday of Advent (usually late November) which is the
beginning of the liturgical year.

In addition to the Sunday and weekday cycles, the Lectionary
provides readings for feasts of the saints, for common celebra-
tions such as Marian feasts, for ritual Masses (weddings, funer-
als, etc.), for votive Masses, and for various needs. These read-
ings have been selected to reflect the themes of these celebra-
tions.

¢Como estda organizado el Leccionario?
El Leccionario esta organizado en dos ciclos, uno para los
domingos y otro para los dias laborables.

El ciclo dominical se divide en tres afios, etiquetados como A, B
y C. 2021 fue el afio B, 2022 es el afio C, el afio A sera el 27 de
noviembre de 2022 y continuara hasta el 2 de diciembre de 2023.
En el afio A, leemos principalmente del Evangelio de Mateo. En
el afio B, leemos el Evangelio de Marcos y el capitulo 6 del Evan-
gelio de Juan. En el afio C, leemos el Evangelio de Lucas. El
Evangelio de Juan se lee durante el tiempo de Pascua en los tres
aflos. La primera lectura, generalmente del Antiguo Testamento,
refleja temas importantes de la lectura del Evangelio. La segunda
lectura suele ser de una de las epistolas, una carta escrita a una
comunidad de la iglesia primitiva. Estas cartas se leen de forma
semicontinua. Cada domingo, retomamos cerca de donde lo deja-
mos el domingo anterior, aunque algunos pasajes nunca se leen.
El ciclo de los dias de la semana se divide en dos afios, Afio I 'y
Ao II. El afio I se lee en los afios impares (2023, 2025, etc.) y el
afio II se utiliza en los afios pares (2022, 2024, etc.) Los Evangeli-
os de ambos afios son los mismos. Durante el afio, los Evangelios
se leen de forma semicontinua, comenzando con Marcos, luego
pasando a Mateo y Lucas. El Evangelio de Juan se lee durante el
tiempo de Pascua. Para el Adviento, la Navidad y la Cuaresma, se
eligen lecturas apropiadas para la temporada. La primera lectura
de los dias de semana puede ser tomada del Antiguo o del Nuevo
Testamento. Por lo general, un solo libro se lee de forma semi-
continua (es decir, algunos pasajes no se leen) hasta que se termi-
na y luego se comienza un nuevo libro. El afio del ciclo no cam-
bia el 1 de enero, sino el primer domingo de Adviento
(generalmente a finales de noviembre), que es el comienzo del
afio liturgico. Ademads de los ciclos dominicales y de los dias la-
borables, el Leccionario ofrece lecturas para las fiestas de los san-
tos, para las celebraciones comunes como las fiestas marianas,
para las misas rituales (bodas, funerales, etc.), para las misas voti-
vas y para diversas necesidades. Estas lecturas han sido selec-
cionadas para reflejar los temas de estas celebraciones.
