Jubilee Year

The Catholic Church has announced 2025 as a Jubilee Year,
beautifully dedicated as the Year of Pilgrims. This sacred
year invites all believers to embark on a journey of faith,
reconciliation, and spiritual renewal. A Jubilee Year is a spe-
cial gift of grace, reminding us of God’s unending mercy and
our call to deepen our relationship with Him.

What is a Jubilee Year?

A Jubilee Year is a time of special blessings in the Catholic
Church, celebrated every 25 years (or as declared by the
pope). The Jubilee in 2025 follows this tradition, offering us
a chance to reconnect with God, experience healing, and find
peace in our faith journey.

The concept of Jubilee has its roots in the Old Testament,
specifically Leviticus 25, where every 50th year was marked
as sacred. It was a time of freedom, reconciliation, and resto-
ration. The term “jubilee” originates from the Hebrew word
yobel, meaning the ram’s horn blown to announce the cele-
bration.

The Catholic Church began its Jubilee tradition in 1300 un-
der Pope Boniface VIII. Over time, the frequency of Jubilees
was adjusted to every 25 years. These Holy Years are mo-
ments when the Church invites the faithful to embrace God’s
mercy and holiness.

How Can We Celebrate the Year of Pilgrims?

The heart of a Jubilee celebration is pilgrimage, a symbolic
journey toward God. Traditionally, Catholics travel to Rome
and visit the four major basilicas: St. John Lateran, St. Pe-
ter’s, St. Mary Major, and St. Paul Outside the Walls. For
those unable to make the journey, local dioceses designate
pilgrimage sites like cathedrals or shrines, allowing everyone
to participate in this sacred journey.

One powerful symbol of the Jubilee is the holy door, which
represents Christ as the gate to salvation (John 10:9). On
December 24, 2024, Pope Francis will open the holy door at
St. Peter’s Basilica to formally begin the Jubilee. Pilgrims
passing through this door express their desire to return to
God and renew their faith.

The Gift of Indulgences

Another meaningful aspect of the Jubilee is the opportunity
to receive indulgences—special graces that remit the tem-
poral punishment for sins already forgiven. By engaging in
prayers, acts of devotion, and works of mercy, Catholics can
spiritually benefit themselves or a soul in purgatory. This
beautiful tradition reflects the Jubilee’s themes of reconcilia-
tion, mercy, and returning to God.

As we prepare for this holy year, let us embrace the call to be
pilgrims in spirit and action. May the Year of Pilgrims in-
spire us to walk closer with Christ, rediscover His boundless
mercy, and share His love with the world.

.Qué es un Aiio Jubilar?

Un Afio Jubilar es un tiempo de bendiciones especiales en la
Iglesia Catdlica, que se celebra cada 25 afios (o segun lo
declarado por el Papa).

Los peregrinos que pasan
por esta puerta expresan su deseo de volver a Dios y reno-
var su fe.

Otro aspecto significativo del Jubileo es la oportunidad de
recibir indulgencias, gracias especiales que remiten el casti-
go temporal por los pecados ya perdonados. Al participar en
oraciones, actos de devocion y obras de misericordia, los
catolicos pueden beneficiarse espiritualmente a si mismos o
a un alma en el purgatorio. Esta hermosa tradicion refleja
los temas del Jubileo de la reconciliacion, la misericordia y
el regreso a Dios.

Mientras nos preparamos para este Afio Santo, abracemos el
llamado a ser peregrinos en espiritu y accion. Que el 47io de
los Peregrinos nos inspire a caminar mas cerca de Cristo,
redescubrir Su misericordia ilimitada y compartir Su amor
con el mundo.
