& Pastor’s Message — 16th Sunday in Ordinary
Time (Year C)

“Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried about
many things... Mary has chosen the better part.” —
Luke 10:41-42

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

This Sunday, Jesus lovingly reminds Martha—and all
of us—that while our service is valuable, the most im-
portant thing is to make time to be with Him, to listen,
and to rest in His presence. Like Mary, we are invited
to choose ‘““the better part.”

This balance of prayer and work is beautifully cap-
tured in the spirituality of St. Benedict, the father of
Western monastic life, who taught his followers to live
by the motto: “Ora et Labora”— Pray and Work. For
St. Benedict, prayer and labor are like two hands that
must work together in harmony, each supporting and
enriching the other.

As part of the Year of Jubilee, I will begin a pilgrim-
age to sacred Marian and apostolic shrines on Sun-
day, July 20, and I will return on Sunday, August 3.
