Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time — Year C
In today’s Gospel (Luke 12:49-53), Jesus says: “I have
come to bring fire on the earth, and how I wish it were
already kindled!” In California, we know the danger
and destruction that wildfires bring. Every summer,
our skies fill with smoke, homes are threatened, and
families are forced to flee. We pray for all firefighters,
families, and communities affected by these fires.

But the “fire” Jesus speaks of is not one that de-
stroys—it is the fire of God’s Spirit that purifies, gives
light, and brings warmth to hearts. Just as firefighters
work to control and direct fire for good purposes—
like clearing away what is harmful—so Jesus wants to
set our hearts ablaze in a way that clears away sin,
selfishness, and fear, and makes room for love, truth,
and mercy.

Like the prophet Jeremiah (Jer 38:4-6, 8-10), speaking
God’s truth may lead to rejection or suffering. In to-
day’s world, we see this when people stand up for jus-
tice, protect the poor, defend human dignity, or speak
against lies. And just as wildfires spread quickly, the
fire of God’s love—when we live it boldly—can
spread through families, neighborhoods, and commu-
nities, bringing light to a darkened world.

The Letter to the Hebrews (Heb 12:1-4) reminds us to
“run with perseverance” and to keep our eyes fixed
on Jesus, even when life is difficult. In our society—
filled with division, dishonesty, and even hatred—
Jesus calls us to be people of light, courage, and com-
passion.

Today’s challenge: Let the fire of Christ burn in you.
Be a source of warmth in a cold world, a light in dark
times, and a voice for truth even when it is unpopular.

Prayer: Lord Jesus, in the midst of the wildfires that
threaten our state, we pray for safety and protection
for all. Set our hearts ablaze with Your love, that we

may bring light, hope, and courage to our world.
