This October, let us renew our love for the Holy 

Rosary— our crown of roses, our weapon of faith, 

and our path to Jesus through Mary. 

Dear Friends in Christ, 

October is dedicated to the Holy Rosary, a special 

month when we are invited to take the beads in our 

hands and rediscover the power of this beautiful pray-

er. We celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary 

on October 7, remembering how the Rosary has been 

a source of strength, peace, and hope throughout his-

tory—and continues to guide us closer to Jesus 

through the gentle love of His Mother, Mary. 

The Rosary has been cherished by many saints, but 

two stand out as great witnesses of its power. 

Pope St. John Paul II, often called the “Pope of the Ro-

sary,” carried his beads with him everywhere. In his 

Apostolic Letter Rosarium Virginis Mariae (2002), he 

described the Rosary as “a prayer of great signifi-

cance, destined to bring fruits of holiness.” For him, the 

Rosary was not just Marian devotion—it was deeply 

Christ-centered, helping us to see the face of Jesus 

through the eyes of Mary. He even added the Lumi-

nous Mysteries, inviting us to reflect more deeply on 

Christ’s public ministry. 

Another great witness was St. Padre Pio, the humble 

Capuchin friar known for his holiness and miracles. 

He called the Rosary “his weapon”. People who visit-

ed him often saw him holding the beads, praying 

them many times a day. When asked what legacy he 

wished to leave, he simply said: “Love Our Lady and 

make her loved. Always say the Rosary.” For Padre Pio, 

the Rosary was a constant conversation with Mary, 

which kept him close to Jesus even in suffering. 

This October, let us follow their example. In a world 

longing for peace, in families seeking unity, and in 

hearts searching for hope, Rosary is a prayer that nev-

er fails. It is simple enough for a child, yet powerful 

enough to change lives. Let us pray the Rosary this 

month—at home, with our families, or in our parishes. 

Every “Hail Mary” is like placing a rose at Mary’s 

feet, and every mystery we meditate on draws us 

closer to Christ. 

As Our Lady of Fatima said: “Pray the Rosary every day 

to obtain peace for the world.” And as St. Padre Pio 

reminded us: “The Rosary is the weapon for these 

times.”
