First Sunday of Advent - Year A

A New Beginning for Our Hearts

This weekend we begin a brand-new liturgical year.
Advent is a season of hope, expectation, and reflec-
tion. The readings invite us not only to “prepare for
Christmas” but to prepare our hearts, our homes, and
our world for the presence of Christ.

St. Paul, in the second reading, gives us today’s
central message:

"It is the hour now for you to awake from

sleep.” (Romans 13:11)

Paul is not talking about physical sleep, but spiritual
sleep—the kind that comes when life becomes rou-
tine, when we move from task to task without reflec-
tion, joy, or noticing God’s presence. Sociologists call
this “living on autopilot,” a life where our calendars
are full, our minds are tired, and our hearts are quiet.
Paul’s words call us to:

e Wake up to God’s nearness.

e Wake up to what truly matters.

Wake up to the light of Christ already shining in our
lives.

He invites us to “put on the Lord Jesus Christ,” cloth-
ing our lives with compassion, dignity, and self-
control—virtues our world deeply needs. Jesus ech-
oes this message in the Gospel (Matthew 24:37—44):
"Stay awake."

Not out of fear, but so we can recognize the sacred-
ness in ordinary moments, in the quiet ways God en-
ters our days, relationships, and hearts.

A simple story illustrates this: A man would rush past
an older neighbor on his way to work without noticing
her. After losing his job, he slowed down. The neigh-
bor looked at him and said, “You look like you could
use a blessing today.” That brief, unexpected encoun-
ter changed him. He later said, “It wasn’t that God
suddenly appeared—it was that I finally woke up.”
Advent is our chance to wake up. To slow down. To
notice God’s presence. To choose love over fear. To
walk in the light.

As we begin this holy season, may Isaiah’s vision in-
spire us, St. Paul’s words awaken us, and Jesus’ mes-
sage keep us ready—not in fear, but in hope. Christ
comes to bring peace to our world, healing to our
families, and love to our hearts.

May this Advent be a time of renewal for all of us.
Come, Lord Jesus. Make us people of your light.
