Second Sunday in Ordinary Time - Year A

First Reading: Isaiah 49:3, 5-6

Core Message: God calls His servant to be a light to
all nations, revealing that salvation is meant for every-
one, not just a few.

Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 40:2, 4, 7-8, 8-9, 10
Core Message: True worship is listening to God and
doing His will with a joyful and obedient heart.

Second Reading: I Corinthians 1:1-3

Core Message: We are called by God to be holy and
to live in the grace and peace of Jesus Christ as one
community.

Gospel: John 1:29-34

Core Message: Jesus is revealed as the Lamb of God
who takes away the sin of the world and brings salva-
tion through the Holy Spirit.

Pope Leo XIV on the Beauty of the Liturgy

Pope Leo XIV reminds us that the liturgy is the summit
of our Christian life — not just a set of rituals, but a liv-
ing encounter with God. In recent addresses at the
General Audience and the Jubilee Mass for Choirs at
St. Peter’s Basilica, he shared these key points:

e Liturgy is Formation: The Pope encourages all of
us, clergy and laity alike, to learn and understand
what we celebrate. Knowing the meaning of prayers,
readings, and rituals helps us fully participate in the
sacred mysteries.

e Sing and Pray with Heart: Liturgical music isn’t
just performance — it is prayer in song. Choirs, musi-
cians, and all the faithful are called to use music to lift
hearts to God and unite the assembly in prayer.

e Listen to God: Participation means more than be-
ing present. In the liturgy, God speaks to us, and we
are invited to listen, reflect, and respond with our
lives.

e Dignity and Reverence: Our celebrations should
be sober, dignified, and joyful, while also respecting
the devotional traditions of our community.
Celebrating Diversity: Pope Leo XIV emphasizes the
richness of Eastern Catholic traditions. Their prayers,
rituals, and customs are treasures that strengthen the
whole Church.

As we come together for Mass each week, let us re-
member: the liturgy is a gift. By participating with un-
derstanding, devotion, and joy, we allow Christ to
meet us and transform our lives.
