Fifth Sunday of Lent – Year A 

(Book of Ezekiel 37:12–14 • Letter to the Romans 8:8–

11 • Gospel of John 11:1–45) 

Today’s readings speak one clear and powerful mes-

sage: God brings life where there is death. 

In the first reading, the prophet Ezekiel speaks to peo-

ple who feel lost and without hope. God tells them, “I 

will open your graves and have you rise.” Even when 

everything seems finished, God is still working. He 

can restore what feels completely broken. 

In the second reading, St. Paul reminds us that we are 

not meant to live only in the flesh, but in the Spirit. The 

same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead lives in us. 

This means we are not prisoners of weakness or sin—

we are people of new life. 

Then in the Gospel, we see this promise come alive. 

Jesus stands before the tomb of Lazarus. He sees the 

pain, He weeps, and then He calls: “Lazarus, come 

out!” What seemed like the final is not final anymore. 

This is our story too. 

Sometimes we feel “buried”—in fear, sin, discourage-

ment, or suffering. Like the people in Ezekiel’s time, 

we may think all hope is gone. But God says: “I will 

open your grave.” 

Jesus does not just give life—He is life. When we stay 

close to Him, something new begins within us, even 

now. 

And just as Lazarus needed others to remove his buri-

al cloths, we also need one another—the Church—to 

help us grow in freedom and healing. 

As we approach Easter, Jesus is calling each of us: 

Come out. Come back to life. Trust Me.                                            

Because with God, no tomb is ever the end.
